The summer festival season, now in its 35" year, features popular contemporary music,
classical programs, youth and family concerts, and free community programs. Outside
of the summer, Strings provides concerts as well as Strings School Days, a youth music
education program. Strings Music Festival hosts over 100 events yearly, reaching over
24,000 audience members, and provides more than half of events at no cost. The
festival’s annual budget is $3 million.

Roles & Responsibilities

LEAD FACILITY ASSISTANT
e Team Leader of the Facility Assistants and can assign roles and tasks.

e Leads and participates in event preparation, execution, and tear down.

e Lead in parking direction and takes on difficult positions due to additional
experience and training.

e Drives the gator/ parking vehicle.
Has a set of keys and alarm code and is responsible for locking storage sheds.

e Helps the House Manager with office projects as needed such as data entry,
time cards, making signage, etc.

e Liaises with staff, Guild and volunteers.



e Helps to manage crowd situations i.e. moving patrons inside pavilion, to their
seats, out of the pavilion.

e Gives feedback to the House Manager on needed training, help, etc. for FAs.

e Notes maintenance, cleaning and supply needs in iPad or to House Manager.

A regular FA shift is 4-7 hours:
e Arrive 2-2.5 hours prior to event start time to set up
e Event lasts 1-3 hours
e Breakdown for 1-3 hours
