Strings Music Festival presents innovative programs of distinctive classical and 
popular contemporary music to the surrounding community of Steamboat Springs, 
Colorado and its visitors. Our intimate and friendly setting attracts people of all ages 
and backgrounds, and we enhance the cultural, educational, and entertainment 
experiences of our audience.

Strings Music Festival hosts over 100 events yearly, 
reaching over 24,000 audience members, and provides more than half of events at 
no cost. The festival’s annual budget is $3 million.

• Monitor emails and phone calls.  
• Work with community volunteers during concerts.  
• Handle cash, checks and credit cards with honesty and integrity.  
• Ensure patron records are maintained and accurate.  
• Assist staff with assorted tasks.  



June – August Schedule:  

• Shifts varies between 4-6 hours including day, weekends, and nights.  

September – May Schedule: 

• Shift starts two hours before event and ends 30-45 minutes after end of event, 
mostly nights and weekends.
